Greetings fellow members of Emanuel Lutheran Church:

From the book of Ezekiel 2:2   He said to me, “Son of man stand up on your feet and I will speak to you.” 2 As he spoke, the Spirit came into me and raised me to my feet, and I heard him speaking to me.  This was God’s call to the prophet Ezekiel.  

I am pleased to share with you that Tanyce Addison has received a call to serve the Lord, and has been accepted as a Candidate for Ordination by the Northwestern Ohio Synod.  Along with 4 other candidates from our synod, she has been accepted into the Theological Education for Emerging Ministries (TEEM) program through the Pacific Lutheran Theological Seminary.  

This three - year program  will allow her to continue as our Family Ministry Coordinator while studying and serving a three year internship under the direction of Pastor Schuring.  At the August meeting of the Parish Planning Council a motion was approved to call a special CONGREGATIONAL MEETING for the purpose of voting the congregation’s prayerful support of her candidacy. That meeting will be held on September 29 after the 10:30 service.

Upon completion of her three years of internship, Tanyce will be ordained as a rostered minister in the ELCA and we will have the option of entering into the call process (as directed by our Constitution) to call her as a full time pastor for a minimum of three years.  

Informational meetings have been scheduled for Sunday September 15 and 22 following each service so our leadership can explain details and answer any questions about this program. Further information is on the back of this letter.  

The September 29 meeting is for the sole purpose of approving our participation in Tanyce Addison's Candidacy for Ordination and no other business will be held and in the event that this meeting must be rescheduled it will be held on the following Sunday.
